Applicants must have received a NYSSMA score during the
previous school year of at least 90 points. Please include a copy 
of your most recent NYSSMA solo score sheet. Following are the 
minimum NYSSMA solo levels for each instrument:

Level 6: Flute, snare drum, timpani

Level 5: Oboe, all clarinets, bassoon, all saxophones, horn, 
trumpet, trombone, euphonium, tuba, keyboard percussion

For those who have not received the required NYSSMA score, 
please submit a  CD or MP3 of appropriate repertoire. 

FIRST CHAIR 

To be considered for first chair placement  in a section, submit a 
CD or MP3 indicative of current playing level (maximum length of 
10 minutes). Piano accompaniment is not required.
