Dr. Pia Liptak, HYSO Strings Coach

Violinist Pia Liptak performs as a soloist and chamber musician in Europe and the United
States. She is on the faculty of The Hochstein School and is co-founder and artistic director for
Cordancia Chamber Orchestra. Ensemble collaborations have included the Liptak-Beaudette
Duo, Legno Duo, and extensive involvement with the new music scene in Rochester. In
addition, she serves as the concertmaster for the University of Rochester Symphony Orchestra.
Pia has performed and recorded three CDs with Japanese Koto-player Ryuko Mizutani in Duo
vio-LINK-oto and a new CD, “Stars.Stories.Song,” with contemporary music for voice and
ensemble, has been released in October 2014 from Parma Records.
